
Shirt Card - A paper fold card 

 Materials: 1 - 8.5"x11" sheet of BG&T paper or other text weight paper 
Stamps and Inks to decorate as you please 

Step 1: Mark the vertical center of paper and fold long edges to meet at this center. 
Crease both of these folds and leave folded. (picture below) 

 

 Step 2: With paper placed vertically in front of you, and the open flaps facing away from 
you...fold top end back 1/2" and crease along fold. (This is the beginning of the collar.) 

(picture below) 



 

Step 3. To complete the collar, fold top right and left corners to the center line on the flap 
side about 3/4" down from the top. Crease and the collar should be complete. (picture 

below) 

For the remainder of the card you will work on the opposite end from the collar. 

Step 4: Fold each of the corners that meet at the center line UP so that their bottom edge 
is now parallel to the outside fold of the side of the card. (picture below) 

 



Step 5: Place your index finger where the collar points meet and tuck the bottom of the 
shirt up inside the collar flaps. Crease the bottom of the card. 

 You've done it! It should look like a shirt. (picture Below) 

 

Step 7: Decorate for any occasion with CTMH stamps and products. Finished Project is
